The USPTA Accredited Professional Coach classification, its newest membership classification that includes mandatory educa-
tion, provides added benefits to members with the APC designation including opportunities for career enhancement through a
commitment to tennis and tennis education and demonstration of expertise, and building the image of tennis-teaching profession-
als and tennis as a profession overall.

The competency exam to become eligible for this classificati.i

ment System. In addition to being certified at the USPTA professional level, members must also take the Professional Tennis
Coaches Academy | and pass a competency exam at the 80" percentile or higher. Those who have already taken the PTCA | and
scored 80 percent or higher do not need to retake it.

The competency exam is made up of 20 questions and members will receive immediate feedback on their score through the LMS.

You must first take the online PTCA | Course that you can purchase for $50. Upon completion of the course you are assigned the
exam through the LMS.

This classification is open to Professional 1, 2 and 3 members and Master Professionals. USPTA Professional members are re-
quired to take continuing education in order to earn and maintain APC status.

APC is earned by accumulating 20 APC credits within a two-year period. The designation is maintained by continuing to earn 20
APC credits over every two-year period. APC credits can be earned in a variety of ways including attending the USPTA World
Conference, USPTA division conventions, USPTA specialty courses, USTA High Performance education, viewing DVD seminars,
and more.

The opportunity to earn credits at USPTA World Conferences and division conventions will require members to fill out a form for
credit at the beginning of the seminar or specialty course (that is collected at the end of the seminar), in order to verify attendance
for credit.

Candidates who are ac-
ceptedintothe ADD program wil | have their first year o6danggr or a
exam fee waived. This is an up to $395 value, and is a great way to get a deserving professional started.

The USPTA National office allocates ten slots per year to our Division for the ADD program. It is the Board's
policy that any Eastern member in good standing can recommend candidates for the program. The slots will
be filled on a first-come, first-served basis. The ADD program chairperson will contact the candidate and ex-
plain the program and an application will be forwarded.. The application includes questions about income,
community involvement and future plans once they receive a USPTA professional. certification.

After review and approval at the Divisional and National level the approved ADD applicant has two years to
complete certification.. All applications will be as held as confidentially as possible.

The ADD Program committee is asking all the Regional and District Presidents, Committee Chairpersons and
all members in good standing to recommend deserving ADD candidates. If you know of anyone who might
want to join our organization perhaps we can help them through the ADD program.
